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GIFT BOX GREETING CARD

Supplies:

+ Greeting card or Scrapbooking card stock paper
+ Medium weight Tear-away stabilizer

« Assorted colors of embroidery threads

« Machine embroidery spray adhesive

Instructions:

1) Hoop the stabilizer in the machine hoop.

2) Lightly mist the stabilizer and place the card front on the stabilizer.

3) Bringup the greeting card design you just created and embroider the design using embroidery
thread colors to coordinate with the fabrics.

4) Once the embroidery is complete, carefully remove the excess stabilizer.

5) You can also choose to cut another piece of cardstock sized to match the card, and glue it to cover
the back of the embroidery design.

6) Add a personal message and share.
