Embroidering Block 4:

Hoop a piece of No Show Cutaway Stabilizer in the 9 72” x 9 2 Hoop
Stitch Out Color 1: Placement Line on top of the stabilizer
Lay your Batting on top of the Placement Line.
Stitch Out Color 2: Tackdown Stitch for the Batting
Remove the Hoop from the machine and trim the batting close to the stitching line
Lay the Background Fabric on top of the Batting
Stitch Out Color 3: Tackdown Line for the Background Fabric
Stitch Out Color 4: Fill #1
Stitch Out Color 5: Fill #2
. Stitch Out Color 6: Fill #3
. Stitch Out Color 7: Entire Block
. When you are done remove the fabric from the hoop.
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. Cut all around the block, leaving > Seam Allowance on all 4 sides of the block
